Charles D. Moore - 1965-1976

Charles D. Moore was the founding minister of First
Christian Church.  He came to Greenwood for the
purpose of establishing a Restoration Movement church
here.  He had previously ministered to the Southeast
Christian Church in Atlanta, Georgia.  He was graduated
from Atlanta Christian College in East Point, Georgia. 
He also was graduated from the University of Florida and
had received the Master of Education degree in
counseling and guidance from East Carolina
University.  He worked for Greenwood School District 50
as a teacher at Northside Junior High, for the Greenwood
Index-Journal newspaper as reporter and news editor,
and for the Metropolitan Life Insurance Company.  He
remained with the congregation until 1976, when he left

to establish the Newberry (SC) Christian Church.  He died July 31, 2002.  His
obituary can be found here.

 

Bob Huber - 1976-1978
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Bob and Kathi Huber came to Greenwood in 1976, first
as a weekend minister while he finished his course of
studies at Johnson Bible College in Tennessee, then on
the field on a part-time basis in May.  He supplemented
his income at first, but the church was able to call him
to full-time ministry in September 1976.  In January
1978, he moved to Evans City, Pennsylvania to manage
a nursing home.  He is currently preaching in Butler,
Pennsylvania at North Street Christian Church (website).
